This presentation is designed to provide FSS commanders with a means of introducing, to Wing leadership, an improvement in the process of transferring Post-9/11 GI Bill benefits to dependents.  Airmen can access the module via the “Transfer of Education Benefits (TEB)” link on the Virtual Military Personnel Flight (vMPF).  This module will provide active duty Airmen, officer and enlisted, with information, status of their Post-9/11 GI Bill benefits transfer applications, and the ability to sign and send, via the vMPF, the Statement of Understanding to ARMS. 
The module is designed to provide a simple and automated way for Airmen to access, complete, and send the TEB statement of eligibility to ARMS. It will also speed the Service Center’s review and approval process..
After an Airman sends a TEB application, he/she can look at the vMPF module to check and confirm application status.  The module will provide an on-screen statement.  Eligible Airman can complete, digitally sign, and send the SOU to ARMS.  Ineligible Airmen will be told what needs to be done to become eligible, e.g. get retainability or reapply after serving the required six years  The module provides a print function for the information screens and SOU.
Along with basic on-line guidance, information on this module and the transfer process will be provided in two documents: an updated “Post-9/11 GI Bill PSD Guide” and a “Post-9/11 GI Bill Transfer of Benefits (TEB) Field Tutorial (Member).”
The module will be released for use as a part of the mid-November system release scheduled for 17/19 November.
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
